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THE SCHOOL

Subiaco Academy is a Catholic, college
preparatory boarding and day school. The
school, founded in 1887, is an educational
apostolate of the Benedictine monks at
Subiaco Abbey. Subiaco provides an
engaging and
supportive
environment that
is academically
well rounded,
structured, and
challenging.

Located on
the Abbey’s
1,800+ acres of
farm and forest-
land, the school
is nestled
between the
foothills of the Ozark and Ouachita
Mountains in the Arkansas River Valley.

The Academy strives to instill in its
students the spirit of St. Benedict expressed
in his Rule: a respect for the value of work,
development of personal talents to serve
others, a sense of peace and fraternity,
self-discipline, trust, and an appreciation
of the Christ centered nature of monastic
communities.

Subiaco Academy is incorporated as a
nonprofit institution. The school is served
by a Board of Trustees made up of lay-
persons and monks who set policy, oversee
strategic planning, review budgets and
finances, and ensure implementation of the
mission and philosophy of the school. The
Alumni Association of more than 2,700
active members further supports the school
with financial contributions, recruitment
assistance, and
marketing efforts.

Outstanding
facilities, valued at
over $11 million,
are located
throughout the
campus. Because
of a growing
endowment pro-
gram and the
generosity of its
benefactors, the
school is able
annually to award substantial tuition
assistance.

Subiaco Academy is accredited by the
Independent Schools Association of the
Central States (ISACS), the North Central
Association (NCA AdvancEd) and the
Arkansas Nonpublic Schools Accrediting

Association (ANSAA). It is a member of
the National Catholic Education Associa-
tion (NCEA), the National Association of
Independent Schools (NAIS), and The
Association of Boarding Schools (TABS).

ACADEMIC PROGRAM
Students are required to
complete 25 academic units
to graduate (1 unit equals
one full year course). Re-
quired are 4 years of English
and math; 3 years each of
science and history; 2 years
each of fine arts and world
language; 1 year of physical
education; 1 semester each
of computer applications, oral
communications, and health;
and 1 year of religious studies
for each year of attendance. Twenty hours
of community service per year are recom-
mended. The school offers an advanced
program in all core subjects and offers 13
Advanced Placement (AP) courses.

Course offerings include the follow-
ing: AP Biology, AP Calculus AB,
AP Calculus BC, AP Chemistry,
AP English Language and
Composition, AP English
Literature and Composition,
AP MacroEconomics, AP Micro-
Economics, AP Statistics,

AP Physics, AP Studio Art,
AP U.S. History, and AP U.S.
Government and Politics. The
language program includes
Mandarin Chinese, German and
Spanish. English as a Second
Language (ESL) courses are available for
International students who
need to strengthen their
English skills. Fine Arts
offerings include drama,
jazz ensemble, guitar,
piano, chorus, computer
graphics, advanced art, and
fundamentals of art.
Monitored, in-room,
evening study hall is an
important part of the day.
All new boarding students
and those who have not
achieved independent study
status are expected to use this time for
academic purposes. Additional study hall
and teacher assistance tutorials may also
be required for all students who are not
achieving at expected levels, and students
will have to earn their way to the privilege
of in-room study.

ADMINISTRATION AND STAFF

Mr. Matthew Stengel, a Subiaco
Academy graduate of 1999, is headmaster.
Mr. Stengel received his undergraduate
degrees in Finance and in Economics from
the University of Arkansas in Fayetteville,
where he also earned an MBA. Before
coming to Subiaco he held management
positions in the transportation and
healthcare industries.

Administration is comprised of the
Headmaster, Academic Dean, Dean of
Men, the Director of Admissions, the
Athletic Director, and the Head of Resi-
dential Life. Residential deans report to
the Head of Residential Life and provide
around-the-clock supervision and
guidance for residential students.

The Academy is staffed by Benedictine
monks of Subiaco Abbey and dedicated
clergy and laypeople.

COLLEGE PLACEMENT

The college guidance counselor assists
students in identifying their interests and
abilities, and provides counseling about
_ college choices
and the college
application proc-
ess. The average
ACT score for the
class of 2014 was
25.6. All 34
graduates were
accepted to
colleges and uni-
versities and one
chose a military
appointment to

the Naval Academy.

STUDENT BODY AND CONDUCT

For the 2014-2015 school year, the
distribution of students is as follows:
seniors=40; juniors=50; sophomores=47;
freshmen=37; eighth=15 and seventh=10
from 18 states and 9 foreign countries.
The states represented are Alabama,
Arkansas, Colorado, lllinois, Kansas,
Kentucky, Louisiana, Minnesota, Missis-
sippi, Missouri, Montana, New Hampshire,
New York, North Carolina, Oklahoma,
Tennessee, Texas, and Wisconsin. The
foreign countries represented are China,
Japan, Mexico, Nigeria, Russia, Rwanda,
South Korea, Taiwan and Vietnam.

Most students are from middleclass
families. The Academy continues to be
successful in fulfilling its longstanding
commitment to educate young men from
all socioeconomic backgrounds.
